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Recommended Specifications

The Queensland Education department recommends the following specifications for laptops connected to the schools’ network.

Recommended Specifications

· Windows 11 ( S mode disabled in Home Edition )
· Intel® Core™ i5 CPU or higher (equivalent CPU’s in other makes are acceptable)
· 16Gb preferred but not critical (8Gb of Memory minimum)
· 500Gb SSD preferred (256Gb minimum) (SSD Solid State Drive is essential)

Laptops with lower specifications will still work on the Education Departments network but may have not run efficiently.

Devices to Avoid
Avoid Macs or Chrome books as these are often not compatible with education apps and may not connect to the education department Wi-Fi. 

If you already have one of these devices, we will try accommodating the use of the device but cannot guarantee it will connect to the network. Most apps have acceptable work arounds but are not ideal.

What is S Mode?
Windows 11 in S mode is designed for security and performance, exclusively running apps from the Microsoft Store. If you want to install an app that isn't available in the Microsoft Store, you'll need to switch out of S mode.
Windows 11 in S mode is only available in the Windows 11 Home edition.  The Pro, Enterprise, and Education editions of Windows 11 do not have S Mode.

Why switch off S Mode?
Some school apps are not available in the Microsoft Store. S Mode will prevent the installation of these school apps.
